*Show different emotions in their drawings and paintings.
*Explore colour and colour-mixing. 

*Listen with increased attention to sounds. *Respond to what they have heard, expressing their thoughts and feelings. 

*Remember and sing entire songs. 

*Sing the pitch of a tone sung by another person. 
*Sing the melodic shape.

*Create their own songs, or improvise a song around one they know. 

*Play instruments with increasing control to express their feelings and ideas.
