◊	Go	through	all	of	the	motives	as	a	class			
	 and	rank	them	order	of	what	you	think		 	
	 might	have	happened.

◊	You	can	use	the	Blank	sheet	to	write	some		
	 more	or	different	motives	and	use	those	as		
	 well.

◊	Use	the	blank	cards	at	the	bottom	for		 	
	 your	own	ideas	on	what	the	motive	could		
	 be.

◊	Once	you	have	put	them	in	the	order	you		
	 think	is	right,	have	a	class	discussion	on		 	
	 why	you	have	put	them	in	that	order.
