Your parents or carers sometimes 

represent you! They may have to give 

their permission for you to take part in 

activities, fill in forms at the dentists or 

doctors on you behalf and may discuss 

how you are feeling or share your 

opinions with other adults for you. 

It is part of a lawyer’s 

job to represent their 

client in court. 

Your local MP (Member of 

Parliament) is elected to 

represent all of the people in 

your area in the House of 

Commons.
